Travel Tips
Pierre Elliott Trudeau International Airport (PET), also known 
as Montréal Trudeau Airport, is about 21km (13mi) west of 
downtown (the hotel) and Montreal is easily serviced by 
flights from other cities in Canada, the U.S. and Europe. West 
Jet service from Canadian and U.S. cities offers new low-fare 
options. The Québécois Bus Company runs Aérobus shuttles 
from the airport to downtown and taxis are also available 
(30 minutes). If you prefer to take the train, the Fairmont

This weekend course is intended to provide a comprehensive review of Tho-
racic Imaging and present the basics and recent advances in Cardiac Imaging.  
It has been designed to provide information helpful to your daily practice. 

Key chest topics include: pulmonary embolism and hypertension, diffuse 
lung disease, lung cancer and the pulmonary nodule, pleural and airway 
diseases, pulmonary infections, and thoracic intervention. 

The primary cardiac topics include: aortic disease, CT & MR in ischemic and non-
ischemic heart disease, pericardial disease and adult congenital heart disease. 

Target Audience

6. �Recognize the potential for CT evaluation of coronary artery disease and 
non-coronary cardiac abnormalities

7. �Summarize the role of MR in the assessment of non-ischemic cardiomy-

As of Jan 23, 2007, travelers to/from Canada, Mexico, 
Central and South America, the Caribbean and 
Bermuda will be required to have a passport or other 
secure, accepted document to enter or re-enter the 
U.S. This requirement will apply to all air travel and 
will be extended to all land and sea border crossings 
in June 2009.
